The whole dance brings the
audience into a southern world with peacocks flying, clear water and green mountains
through graceful dance postures and dreamy music. It is a heartfelt tribute to the beauty
of nature, the beauty of the nation and the beauty of life.

The Mongolian dance {Home of the Nomads) is a Mongolian dance work full of

grassland sentiments. It takes the vast grassland as the background and nomadic life as
the main line. Through the combination of hard and soft body language, it shows the
Mongolian people's love for nature, freedom, and cherishing family's lifestyle and
spiritual world. The dance shows the beautiful picture of nomads migrating and grazing
on the grassland and living in harmony with nature, and also reflects the love and
attachment to their homeland. It is a hymn to the grassland written with the body.

The Yi dance {Colorful Life) is a Yi dance work full of vitality and ethnic customs,
showing the Yi people's passionate, hardworking, simple and optimistic life in the depths
of the mountains. The dance uses "color" as an image, symbolizing the diversity and
richness of Yi culture, and also implies the colorful life and spiritual world of the Yi
people. The work shows the Yi people's singing and dancing, festive and warm life
atmosphere with cheerful and unrestrained dance postures and rich ethnic rhythms,
which is a passionate tribute to national culture and life aesthetics.
